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DISPELLING "HATE" THROUGH MEDIA LITERACY
IN INDIAN SCHOOLS AND COLLEGES

Knowing Our Right to Restricted Speech

People in this milieu of technological
advancements and fast intemet connection are more
prone to messages of hatred than to gather the
know_ledge of dispelling those contents. Before I
describe more on the spread of hate contents and try
tolearn and apply different strategies for curbing this
we must first understand what makes any conten';
hateful and yet consumable by most of th
generations.

Hate contents are about comm unicating
messages verbally orin a written form or through the
expression of our behaviour or even with gestures like
theuse of emojis in online forums that has the tenden
tocreate discrimination based on religion ethnicitc;y
Panopa]ity, race, colour, descent, gender, o,rany othe;

This is exactly what even the United
Nattog's definition on hate speech is based on and
one will n_ot find the proper meaning of hate speech
country wise.

society and not to sow division. Unfortunately, India
with 48.7 per cent of Internet penetration rate as per
the 2022 Statista report and 72 per cent of English-
speaking users (I agree that data on non-English
speakers would have opened up the pandora box)
considering social media platforms as their sources of
information and 47 per cent sharing the same
information through social media platforms as per the
Reuters Digital News Report 2023 have become the
country of active users who not only made social
media as their core of information but also started to
influence the large portion of non-internet users. It
seems to be a kind of domination by the minorities
over the majorities (Be careful here, Iam talking about
internet demographics) leaving them no option but to
trust them with the information that they supply from
social media without any consultation. Thisisa very
strange kind of development of attitude where we take
the advantage of the non-internet users of lack of
information which otherwise s their right.

It has created an atmosphere that everything can
be spoken or written or communicated in any form
and everything shared and forwarded by the users both
in online and offline platform is consumable without
fact-check. At first, the users are making fool of
themselves day by day and then they are also fooling
the non-users. Consequently, our very Right to
Freedom of Speech and Expression enshrined in
Article 19(1)is promoted in a very wrongful manner
that can harm the sovereignty and integrity of the country
toits worst.

To conclude this section, I must use the most
famous affirmation of one of the American Justices -
Justice Oliver Wendell Holmes known for his landmark
judgements in US Supreme Court history that "A
pers_on's freedom ends where another man's freedom
begins". We must take care of the infringement of
other's freedom while enjoying our rights to express
that may hurt the sentiment of other's culture or religious
belief.

Becoming a Responsible User

Before we blame the government or the

administration, there are some easy steps which need

our commitment and dedication to follow. First, we
must try to consult multiple sources of information
before we comment or share or post anything. For
example, if you have come across any post regarding
National Education Policy (NEP), make sure that we
do not limit our knowledge about NEP to that post,
instead try tolook at multiple sources where you will
learn more about the policy. Now what multiple
sources will we investigate. I'would recommend going
for the primary sources which will be the government
notifications, resolutions, websites, the policy itself
which is in downloadable format in Ministry of
Education website, consulting the tweets of the
concerned authorities, statements published in any
news website, press release, etc. In this way, we look
ata particular post from a broader context. Now what?
The second step would be to exercise your right to
express in proper way. If there is anything which is
misinterpreted in that post, you must aware the user
referring to the primary source and suggest him/her to
correct it. I would not encourage you to share or
forward such posts. If you come across the same post
shared by other, you must aware that user too about
the misinterpretation or misinformation. You may also
look at some secondary sources especially some fake
news detecting websites inIndia which are working
daily in detecting bogus claims and fal se information
like Alt News (www.altnews.in), Boom Live
(www.boomlive.in), FactChecker.in
(www.factchecker.in), India Today Fact Check
(www.indiatoday.in/fact-check), SMHoaxSlayer
(www.smhoaxslayer.com), The Quint WebQoof
(www.thequint.com/news/webqoof), etc. Other than
these, you may also look at what mainstream media is
talking about to get sense of the development in that
issue. Iwould highly encourage today's youth to get
subscription of at 1east one of the mainstream news
websites. Always remember that if not all these
sources, most of these sources (including the primary
sources) must be consulted before commenting or
sharing or forwarding or posting any content. Just
imagine if we as an individual starttoact consulting
multiple sources, it will help break the network of
sharing false information and educate the people. The
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mantrais you do your bit responsibly and make the
change happen.
Secondly, contextual reading of any information
Or any post is very important. You must have seen
how ina prime-time television news show, a panel of
expertsis invited to share their views on issue. Why
doyou think they do so? The main objective of inviting
experts from different field is to add context to the
undergoing issue. In this way, media tries to aware
people for considering all angles of a discussion topic.
Not limiting the knowledge about an issue within the
studio, you may have also seen how the anchor of'the
talk show try to connect to the reporter on the ground
to give animpression to the viewers whatis going on
the ground. Ifyou are a daily newspaper reader, you
may have seen how after the first or the second
paragraph of highlighting an issue, the reporter never
forgets to give context to the issue for setting a
background. Now a days, as most of the newspapers
have opened their online site, you will also find that
they provide "Suggested News" or "AlsoRead" or
N Sto_nes youmay also like to read" tagsatthe end of g
particular story. This is done to educate and aware
the audience about the issue from multiple contexts,
would highly recommend not toview any story as‘a
completi_on, itmay have missed some Important points
from various other context. Yoy must not stop readin
about the NEP provisions only within the context 0%‘

Precisely talking abouta content,
a media literate must ask questions about who created
the message, how the message is distributed, how you
and other peoplereact toit, whatis represented in the
message and whatis the purpose behind that message.
Now who will explain that to the school and college
students. A big gap remains in our education system
even after we boast about the introduction of a new
education policy in this country. The NEP 2020 surely
talks about leveraging the use of technology and
transforming it as a centre of education for the students.
But from the pedagogical development of students,
why has the government not considered media literacy
program as a curriculum in schools and colleges.
I'would try to draw a global picture of media
literacy program which is made mandatory in school
curriculums in some Nordic countries like Finland,
Norway, Sweden, etc. and in some European
countries like Denmark, Estonia, Ireland, etc. In fact,
inspired by the initiatives of these countries, even some
states in the US A recently legislated laws mandating
information literacy training programs for students of
K-12i.e, Kindergarten through grade 12. Finland had
introduced the media literacy program way backin
2014 and mandated it for students of all ages aiming
ata pedagogy that develops critical thinkinginyoung
people and teach them to push back against the 'fake
news'. The Finnish model of media literacy program
in schools is placed at the top among the European
Media Literacy index. Talking about the United States,

~despite several efforts were put for media literacy

related education atuniversity level, lllinois felt the need
toteach the same to the younger students and became
the first state to mandate medialiteracy education in
public high schoolsin2021. In Jan 2023, New Jersey
passed a law mandating information literacy for
students of K-12. The objective of this law as stated
by the Republican senator - Mike Testa is toincrease
the ability of students to "weigh the flood of news,
opinion, and social media they are exposed to both
online and off" and "not about teaching kids that any
specificidea s true or false, rather about helping them
learn how to research, evaluate, and understand the

information they are presented for themselves".

So, the moment Ilook at the NEP 2020, I feel
disappointed at thelack of value being given for the
pedagogical development of curriculums. The
government is encouraging the use of media in
education without considering theimportance of media
education. Forget about its importance for primary to
high school students - if you try to find outits possibility
in college and university education at least in Assam, it
is pathetic. There are hardly five government colleges
in Assam which offers a bachelor's degree in mass
communication, media, orjournalism. And despite that,
thousands of NET and JRF qualified journalism
students are waiting to apply for Assistant Professor
job. Most of them are interdisciplinary candidates,
completed their bachelors, or diploma and masters
from private universities or colleges as five public
universities in Assam offer only full-time master's
program in campus in the field of mass communication
andjournalism. The point Iwant to make here is how
even inthe college level, the government is struggling
tointroduce media education course and at the same
time severely failed to utilize the qualified candidates
of media education background. This indicates
uncertainty for media educated students whoin alarge
number waits for opportunities in academia than the

industry. In such a scenario, I wonder why the
government lacks the thinking of utilizing this huge
resource of qualified candidates by allowing them to
teach media literacy as an interdisciplinary subject in
both school and college level. There is no need to
introduce a new department of media education or
allocate separate funding for the same in colleges, the
easiest thing the government can do isto introduce a
curriculum on media literacy allied with other
departments in colleges or even in schools. Suppose
a school employs two or three English teacher - one
can be recruited from media literacy background. I
am nottelling this out of the blue - Irecently f.nentoreFd
a high school teacher of English on m.edla Iatgracy n

US and I found that along with the English studies, she

is also teaching media literacy as a part of t_he ]?n glish

curriculum. Then I realized how media literacy

education can be infused intothe curriculums of more
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Education, Economics, etc. in colleges and Englishand
Social Science in schools. The government, especially
the ministry of education and the ministry of information
and broadcasting must collaborate to both legislate a
law mandating media literacy education for schoo]
students in India and develop amedia education-based
curriculum in colleges in consultation with the specialists
from academia. :

School teachers, professors from colleges and
universities must come out and collaborate to
experiment a media literacy program in their core
courses for a year or two. They can modify their
syllabus and conduct an ex periment program
sanctioned by the authority upon the students who must
getacertification at the end. Political science teachers
can organise seminars or workshops on howto literate
people about the political information on social media
or how people can get rid of the polarising political
messages or educate about the use of media in the
process of political communication, They must provide
a platform to students for decoding the controversia]
statements made by politicians mostlyin social media
from timetotime. It is important at a time when there
has been a total of 490 per cent increase in hate
speeches by politicians in India since 2014 in
comparison to the precedi g government. And such
communications of hatred as dj Scussed earljer
demands proper study from the glance of media
literacy so that the society is not entirely saturated into
such information which brings division, Educatiop
teachers can organise talks at the use of teachin
leaming materials in education not onl
of pedagogical devel opment 6fteach
butalso asa medium of literacy.

Indiais the top open internet community inthe
world. There were 658 million internet usersin India
in January, 2022. India’s internet penetrationrate stood
at 47% of total population, which was 1.40billion at
the start of 2022, At the same time, the total number
of social media userin India was almost 467 million
which i almost 33% of the total population. Data from
GSMA Intelligence shows that there were 1.14billion
cellular mobiles connection in India at the start of 2022.

Considering these above-mentioned data, it can
easily be assumed the strongimpact of social media
platformslike Facebook, Twitter, WhatsApp, YouTube
etc. According to reports, the growing number of so-
cial media usersin India play a critical role in shaping
the trajectory of digital platforms, cultures and politics
in coming years, However, among many more posi-
tiveimpacts, there seen some negativity as well in so-
cial media platform. With lack of proper knowledge,
literacy and irresponsibility towards society, social
media platform is often being criticised by people.

To meet theseissues, IT act was introduced in
2000 and modified time to time depending on new

challenges. Recently, on 25th February,
2021, the Ministry of Electronics and Infor-
mation Technology and the Ministry of In-
formation and Broadcasting declared the
2021 Information Technology Rules (Interim
Rules 2021). The aim of the 2021 Interim
Rules, which will replace the 2011 Informa-
tion Technology Rules, is to establish a flex-
ible oversight mechanism for social media
platforms.

New rules ask the social media plat-
forms to take down the illegal or false con-
tent upon receiving an order form the court
" or notice from a government authority within
36 hours of issue. Social media companies mustre-
move sexual act orunlawful content whichis uploaded
in social media. The social media company should iden-
tify the so called first originator of content where the
authorities consider as anti-nationals. With theimple-
mentation of these rules, it helps young users from pre-
venting them from seeing the sensitive content and keep
them from bad influences. However, some people
believe that there are some negative effects of these
new IT rules. They see that when the new IT rules are
implemented it affects right toprivacy which isarticle
21 of our Indian constitution because these rules may

keep a check on our messages

New Information Technology 2021 rules have
both good and bad effects. These rules are anoltf_ler
tool in the hands of the government to use authorities
to reach people who express an opinion contrary to
their ideas and interests. Violation of theserules will
resultin losingof protection afforded tointermediar-
ies under section 79 of the Information Technology
Act 2000 that forces the social media companies to

followthe rules.

But there are some disadvantages too as every
technological invention also comes with some
C%lajlenge& While they do not require physical wallets,
digital currencies have their own set of requirements
for storage and processing. For example, aninternet
Connection is necessary as are smart phones and
Services related to their provisioning. Online wallets
Wwith robust security are al so necessary to store digital
